· Ada Martin Henry Scholarship Charm Foundation gives scholarship charms to sisters who achieve a 4.0 GPA. The chapter’s academic excellence chairman applies for 4.0 charms for us.

· Phi Mu Foundation Scholarships with over $150,000 awarded annually. Applications are due each March 1 for the next academic year. Applications are on Foundation’s website.www.phimufoundation.org  

· Heart and Hand Fund to assist sisters affected by natural disasters.

· Educational/Leadership Grants for Fraternity Programs including Sam Spady Chapter Development Programming; AlcoholEDU educational training; and Leadership Consultants who are specially trained to help each chapter reach their full potential; grants allowing undergraduate members to attend leadership institutes.

· Intern Programs for CMN, Project HOPE and at the Phi Mu Headquarters. See the Foundation website for intern application procedures.
· The Senior Experience 
The Foundation began 50 years ago with only $1,000 in assets and now has assets and endowments in excess of $9 million. It has continued to grow and provide valuable programs because of generous collegiate and alumnae support.
